Countdown for the most awaited wine & food event in Florence

BIENNALE ENOGASTRONOMICA FIORENTINA

from 6th to 22nd  November 2010

17 nonstop days full of events dedicated to good drinking and good eating culture

 After the great success recorded  in 2008 the FOOD & WINE BIENNALE OF FLORENCE  is back again in the capital of Tuscany, where the upcoming events will take place from 6th to 22nd November 2010  in local clubs, restaurants, squares, theaters, cinemas, streets and historical buildings of the city, according to a calendar even more full of meetings, shows, tours of taste, open markets, wine tasting, aperitifs, dinners, workshops and with a careful eye to solidarity

Conceived and organized by Studio Umami and Confesercenti Firenze, also this year  the Food and Wine Biennale of Florence will rely on the artistic direction of Leonardo Romanelli, food and wine journalist, familiar face of TV and one of the most experts in this field.

The main role of the Biennale will be interpreted by more than 90 Florentine restaurants who - for the whole period of the event, together with the initiative "A typical dish at the restaurant"- will include traditional flavors and  cooking methods in their menu, which will be proposed through the ancient recipes that have made the Florentine gastronomy famous all over the world.  

Ample space will be given to the world of wine as well, with significant tastings open to the public. 

Among the upcoming events, "Life of Wine: travelling in the age of wine" is the only one in Italy to be entirely dedicated to old vintages, with 25 selected companies from Tuscany and throughout Italy (Capezzana, Montenidoli, Badia a Coltibuono, Selvapiana, Salcheto, Antonelli, Dei , Fenocchio, Boscarelli, Capannelle Altesino, Poggio Argentiera Casanova Blacks, Tenuta di Ghizzano, Vicchiomaggio ........). During the festival the evolution of these wines will be explained by the producers themselves  through significant verticals and one can have dinner with them, creating a more open dialogue between the vineyard and the consumer, thanks to the "Having  dinner with my producer" initiative.

Another noteworthy event about wine will be "Florence Wine Event", a festival dedicated to wine excellence which will be held  in the outstanding scenery of Palazzo Pitti.

Two great tastings guided by opinion leaders are scheduled as well: one is dedicated to the Super Tuscan while the other one to one of the  most important Tuscan DOCG.

But of course wine won't be the only protagonist!


At  " The flavors and crafts market" all the excellences of  Tuscan gastronomy can be tasted -through the tasting counters-  while, thanks to the "Relay of Taste",  the best gastronomic creations can be sampled in the most popular shops of the old town centre of Florence.

The marriage between fashion and high quality food and wine will be praised in "Talents on walkway, while "Wine in Music", in collaboration with the famous Pinocchio Jazz - one of the most famous association in the town for the promotion and spread of jazz - will join wine to the warm notes of great artists.


Great attention will be given to social work as well, through  "The lunch of the Saints", organized on the day of San Martino and in cooperation with Caritas of Florence, and "Babette's Lunch", a lunch that the staff of multi-star restaurant Enoteca Pinchiorri will make for guests nursing home Montedomini.

"Gravestones in Florence", on the other hand, will be an event dedicated to the history  and gastronomy of Florence, where a walking route in the center of Florence will be tracked, with stops at famous people's graves. At each stop  a small tasting will be made;  a singer will anticipate it, reciting verses or presentations dedicated to the big in question.


Furthermore, for the whole period of the Biennale, in the most popular handmade ice cream stores of  Florence, it will be possible to experience "The Taste of the Biennale," created by a team of great master ice cream men.

Impruneta, a place famous for both cooked and black pepper, will be the scenery of "Cooked and eaten", with a series of events organized by local restaurants and an art exhibition of terracotta sculptures.

The extra-virgin olive oil will be the protagonist at Lanciola's estate situated  in Impruneta, where  the arrival of the new green nectar -  precious ingredient of traditional but also innovative preparation -  will be celebrated.


At the cinema, however, will be screened the movie "The Chocolate Factory", aimed at children,  which will be followed by a tasting made by Tuscan master chocolate manufacturers.

At Puccini theatre will take place "Confessions of a food critic", written, directed and starred by Leonardo Romanelli; before the show, a tasty high quality Tuscan aperitif will welcome the guests.
For the whole period of the event, in the Sala d' Arme at Palazzo Vecchio one can find a fixed space that will be Info Point Biennale 2010 as well, where  talk shows and tastings will be held.

This and more has been conceived to make Florence subject and destination of a gastronomic discovery that points straight to the excellence of the territory, but not only. As a matter of fact, this year  the Food and Wine Biennale will open its doors to culinary excellences not only from Florence, thanks to the participation of wineries and food companies coming from other Italian regions.
